VOLUNTEER JOB DESCRIPTIONS
Tryout Volunteers:

*Note that parents may not work Time clock or bench positions while their skater is on the ice.

· Time clock:
operate the time/score clock for the tryout session according to the specifications per level (i.e. sounding buzzer at shift change, running time, etc.) determined by level director.

·  Jersey Check out/in: 
1st Shift- 1 hour: sort jerseys numerically.  Hand out jerseys/socks to players per the level director’s sheet with predetermined jersey numbers and check off that player received jersey.  Leave jersey sheet in labeled tub for 2nd shift to check in.   2nd -Shift 1 hour: Check in jerseys at end of shift and report missing jerseys on sheet. Fold used jerseys in numerical order and stack in appropriately labeled tubs.  Turn in jersey listing to level director at completion of session.
This position will be in two separate shifts for tryout times that run 2 hour increments.    
· Security:
monitoring spectators for inappropriate comments, outbursts and contact with players during ice time of tryout session and speaking with violators regarding behavior.  If needed, locating level director to assist situation.  Ensuring spectators do not enter ERYHA office or are in the mezzanine/stairs area close to office.  Monitoring locker rooms for conduct and cleanliness after session.
· Tryout Bench Parent-Door:
open and close bench door for skaters at each shift.   Assist parent tracking player order with maintaining numerical order of skaters.
· Tryout Bench Parent- player order & position:
maintain numerical order (according to jersey number) of players.  Monitor and track player position observing actual positions played to ensure compliance of player.   Instruct players as to what position they are to play before shift.  At the end of shift, turn in tracking sheets to level director.
· Extra staff:
assist Volunteer Coordinator by making sure all volunteers have checked in before the start of their shift; turn in sign in sheet to ERYHA office mail slot at end of shift.  Work a position in the event of a no show.  Fill water bottles for each bench before session.   

Tournament volunteers:

· Announcer:
announce player’s names for line-ups, goals and penalties.  Play music during period breaks.
· Clock:

operate time/score clock for the duration of the game according to the specifications per level.

· Penalty Box:
operate penalty box for the duration of the game.

· Security:
monitoring spectators for inappropriate behavior and reporting to tournament director.  Unlock locker room doors before game time, lock door when team in on ice and unlock after game end.  Report any misconduct, damage and uncleanliness to tournament director.
· Ticket Sales:
collect gate fees and monitor spectators for tournament passes.

· Extra staff:
assist Volunteer Coordinator by making sure all volunteers have checked in before the start of their shift; turn in sign in sheet to ERYHA office mail slot at end of shift.  Work a position in the event of a no show.
