TREASURERS REPORT:

· Mike Larson is absent but distributed January financial statements:  As of January 31st, 2011 the General Checking is $123,885.11.  Money market savings is $16,692.60; CD is $28,661.84; Cash on hand at $500; Total current assets $169,739.55.
· Good news is that we have $35K from cal, tourney $5k and still have team fees being paid in; total deposit added will be approx $78K.
· Bad news we have to pay 2nd half for D10 referees, $20K in coaches pay, $130K in ice fees and approx $20K for jerseys, need to hold $40K over summer for tournaments for next season.

Terry discussed of credit board members of their time towards their ice fees.  Discussion held and Mike Larson agreed on statement to give credit to board members.  Someone needs to motion to credit all ERYHA board members $250 each season.  Tabled to March meeting.
Paul Paige tables subject of Jr. Gold ice time to March meeting.

REPORTS: 
President – Lyle attended the D10 meeting.  Minutes were distributed.  Coaches will need to be level 3 for PeeWees and Bantams coaches.  Discussion of taking checking out of PeeWees but this will be a MN Hockey discussion.
Lyle stated there have been more complaints this season for some reason although all teams seem to be doing very well and many are in D10 playoffs.

Vice President – Paul Paige had no reports.
Athletic Director – Joel Wesloh absent.
Bantam Director – Earl Bunker no reports.
PeeWee Director – Paul Schwab stated some playtime issues and all is good.
Girls Director – Brett Korinek stated teams are working very hard and having a great season.  10UB team has only only lost 1 game this season of which was a scrimmage.  Should of possibly be an A team.
Squirt Director – Terry Bizal absent.
Mite Director – Brian Ballenger receiving checks for end of season jamboree.  
Registration Coordinator – Karin Hendrickson stated she is sending emails and collecting funds.  $35K outstanding as of today.  Teams have been notified that players will be pulled with no payment or arrangements.
Fundraising Coordinator  – Ann Grillo stated calendars are wrapped up.  Three did not pick up calendars and eight did not turn them in.  Calendar deposits were approximately $37K profit.
Volunteer Coordinator – Jane Gauthier stated that tournament volunteers in past have gone well.  Upcoming tourney is still open.  There will be a need for a supervisor as Jane cannot be in attendance for full tourney.  She sent out manager email asking of all volunteer hours for locker room supervision.  Buyout checks will be available for deposit by end of season.
Ice Scheduler – Terri Katchmark absent
Equipment Manager – Tracy Kivley stated she has numbers for squirts – 170 total, girls – 34 for both black and white.  Discussion held of upcoming team totals to estimate.  Jersey’s will be for sale at the Mite Jamboree.
Tournament Coordinator – Bill Givens absent.  Lyle stated in his absence that the B2 Tourney went great.  Only one team complained, Wayzata, that the third game was held at different rink which is a disadvantage to them but they ended up winning.  EMT’s are being set up for upcoming tourney.
Referee Coordinator – Valerie Patraw absent.
Arena Commission – Mark Malzahn absent.  Paul Paige attended the council meeting regarding the reconstruction of the new arena.  They are putting together a task force over the next few months to work out the program to see what the facility will be used for in complete.  A better facility would promote more users.  Possible to host high school section finals for both girls and boys.  The city is asking for a strong showing from youth hockey and figure skating families to come in to vote.
