Dale from the ice Commission – Lyle and Paul meet with the ice Commission and Rich C to go over the expansion.  The expansion will cost 8.0 Million dollars.  What can ERYHA do to help the expansion?  We can keep the numbers up in the sport to keep the ice time. The ice commission would like to have ERYHA support.  No commitments have been made until ERYHA budget has been done.   

The expansion plans are drawn up and will tear down the barn and put up new ice, new locker rooms and lobby. The commission is still working out the proposal of what will be done to raise the money needed.   They are going out to groups like the ERYHA and the Blue Line Club to ask for support. There are some commission members that want to raise the money some want to put a referendum out to the public.  There is a meeting on 6/27 to discuss and all are welcome to come.

Jeff Lennon from Sunshine Photo came to speak about their company doing ERYHA pictures this year.  He will come in and take the pictures and teams will have the options of ordering them that night or mailing in the order forms.   If you order that night he will have a two week turnaround if you mail it in it will take 3 weeks.  He will have a digital picture on the order form right after he takes the picture – he fins that people order more if they can see the picture.   He then does not have to do re-take.  His price for the memory mate is $5 then people can order the wallet size or magnets above that.   He knows the 80% of people only order the memory mate.   He will give ERYHA 15% of sales.  He can also charge $6 for the memory mate and give the Assoc the $1.   He will also take a panoramic picture of the teams and send it out if teams want to order.   He also suggested taking pictures with the pros – or a gold tournament to raise more money for ERHYA.   Ann Grillo asked if he will donate the plaques for the sponsorships and he said he would.
